We individualize students’ spelling lists based on how they perform on weekly tests.
In doing this, we hope to challenge each student individually at their own ability

level. Here are the guidelines:

If a student scores 95% or higher two tests in a row, they are bumped up to

the next level list. (GREEN)

Students remain on their list level if they score anywhere from 80% to 90%

on their weekly tests. (YELLOW)

If a student scores 75% or lower two tests in a row, they are bumped down

to the level below list. (RED)

Students keep track of their own individual test scores with a chart in their

yellow spelling folders.

#AReading Corner

We will set our individual goals this week for the 4™ quarter. Students will bring
home a goal sheet to show you. These goals are set individually based on each
child's reading level based off of a quarter STAR Reading Test and the 9 weeks we
have to read in the quarter. The amount of time set aside for students reading at
home should be 100 minutes a week. Please review this goal chart with your child,
sign it, and return it to school. We will keep these goal charts in our folders to




keep track through out the quarter. Students are welcome to bring these charts
home periodically so that you can check on their progress as well.

AR fests are taken at school on the computer and students earn points for the
books they read based on the reading level and score of the test taken. Our goal is
to score at 80% or higher on each AR test taken to count it toward a student’s goal.

If students reach their goals and have an average comprehension score of 80% or
higher, they will be rewarded at the end of each quarter with the class. A reading
room will be provided during this reward ftime for those who do not reach their goal
so that those individuals can get a jump start on the next quarter’s reading goal.

We will be investigating movement and how force creates
motion all around us. Students will be completing daily
investigations and taking notes in their foldable as they learn
more about their physical world.

SCIENGCE for Skibba‘’s Homeroom Students:

For science, we will be rotating to a different teacher each quarter. Science will be
taught for roughly 5 out of the 9 weeks covering the curriculum content listed
below. If you have any questions regarding your child's school work in science, feel
free to contact that teacher or myself.
